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As white settlement spread westward from the coastal zones, the forests and swamps of the interior
presented major challenges. In this engraving from the mid-eighteenth century, note the vast clearing
of trees whose stumps would either be pulled up or cultivated around. The water traffic represented the
colonists” and Indians’ best means of travel and communication.
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
