Recognizing plagiarism

The following numbered items show various attempts to quote or paraphrase the passage below. Carefully compare each attempt with the original passage. Which attempts are plagiarized, inaccurate, or both, and which are acceptable? Why? 

I would agree with the sociologists that psychiatric labeling is dangerous. Society can inflict terrible wounds by discrimination, and by confusing health with disease and disease with badness.

According to George Vaillant, society often inflicts wounds by using psychiatric labeling, confusing health, disease, and badness (361).

2 
According to George Vaillant, “psychiatric labeling [such as ‘homosexual’ or ‘schizophrenic’] is dangerous. Society can inflict terrible wounds by . . . confusing health with disease and disease with badness” (361).

3 
According to George Vaillant, when psychiatric labeling discriminates between health and disease or between disease and badness, it can inflict wounds on those labeled (361).

Psychiatric labels can badly hurt those labeled, says George Vaillant, because they fail to distinguish among health, illness, and immorality (361).

Labels such as “homosexual” and “schizophrenic” can be hurtful when they fail to distinguish among health, illness, and immorality.
