BINGO
Directions: The teacher should write all of the words that appear in bold print below on the board.  Students should be given a blank bingo sheet.  Students should fill in blank spaces on Bingo boards using the words.  The teacher will read off the clues, and students should respond orally with the correct term for the definition.  If their word is called, they will mark their bingo card.  This will continue until someone has bingo.  Variations of Bingo could be used, including four corners, black out etc.

Chapter 10 Bingo Words

A test designed to assess how much individuals have actually learned from a course of study or other activity. 

ACHIEVEMENT TESTS
A test designed to predict an individual’s ability to perform or learn to perform one or more tasks or ability to succeed in one or more performance settings.

APTITUDE TESTS

A criterion-referenced test on which students demonstrate the ability to perform complex functions like those for which school is preparing them.

AUTHENTIC TEST

An internal consistency measure of scale reliability for scales in which more than two answers are coded for each question.

COEFFICIENT ALPHA

The degree to which a scale or test correlates with another conceptually related scale, test, or other variable measured at the same time.

CONCURRENT VALIDITY

The degree to which a scale or test has a pattern of correlations with other variables that would be predicted by a sound theory.

CONSTRUCT VALIDITY
The degree to which test items correspond to the content of a course, training program, or some other important criterion.

CONTENT VALIDITY
A test designed to indicate how any individual performs in comparison to a pre-established criterion.

CRITERION-REFERENCED TEST
The degree to which a given measure appears to assess what it is supposed to assess.

FACE VALIDITY

Behaviors observed by a behavioral observer that require a good deal of judgment to code correctly.

HIGH INFERENCE BEHAVIORS
The degree to which scores on items in a scale correlate with one another.

INTERNAL CONSISTENCY
An internal consistency measure of scale reliability for scales in which only 2 possible answers are coded.

KR20
Behaviors observed by a behavioral observer that require minimal judgment to code correctly.

LOW  INFERENCE BEHAVIORS
Standards of performance of some kind.

NORMS
A measure of reliability used in behavioral observation that compares the number of observation intervals in which each of two observers agreed that they saw a particular behavior divided by the number of intervals in which either observer reported seeing that behavior.

OCCURRENCE RELIABILITY
A measure of reliability used in behavioral observation that compares the number of observation intervals in which each of two observers agreed divided by the number of intervals.

OVERALL RELIABILITY
The degree to which scores on a scale or test predict later behavior or scores.

PREDICTIVE VALIDITY

A set of written questions usually consisting of one ore more scales, to which respondents make written responses.

QUESTIONNAIRE
The degree to which measure produce consistent, stable, observation system, or interview coding system.

RELIABILITY
A statistic indicating the reliability of a scale, observation system, or interview coding system.

RELIABILITY COEFFICIENT

An asymmetrical distribution of scores on some variable, with scores clustering toward the high end of the possible range of values.
SKEWED DISTRIBUTION
A variable composed of the sum of a set of items.

SCALE
An internal consistency measure of scale reliability that is derived from the correlation of scores on half of the items on a scale with the other half of the items. 

SPLIT HALF
A norm-referenced achievement test designed to determine broad knowledge and skills in a particular area.

STANDARDIZED TEST
A measure of scale reliability that is the correlation between scale scores obtained at one test administration and scores on the same scale taken at a different time.

TEST RETEST RELIABILITY
The degree to which an instrument actually measures the concept or construct it is supposed to measure.
