

	Mean = The mean of a set of numbers is simply the average, the sum of the scores.


	 Example: 5+10+15+25+15 =  70
                                                 5   = 14

                                                

	Median = The median of a set of numbers is the middle score, above or below which half of all the scores fell.


	Example: 100

                 95

                 93

     85         85 = Median

                 80

                 70

     60

	Mode = The mode is simply the most frequent score


	Example:60, 75, 80, 80, 80, 95

            80 = Mode

	Range = Easily measured method of dispersion; subtract the lowest score from the highest


	Example: 95, 90, 75, 70, 60, 55

Range = 95 – 55 = 40

	z-scores = allow researcher to compare scores on different tests


	     x-m    x = individual score
Z=   s      m = the group mean

                s = the group standard deviation


 z = the standard score

	Percentile score = indicates where a score falls in a distribution in terms of how many scores fall below that score


	Example: A score in the 10th percentile exceeds only 10% of all scores.
